NOTE: Due to conflicts with Watervliet, cannot use 300/600 yd line prior to 1300 hrs.
Competitors should be prepared for both a regular shooting schedule as well as delays.
Friday:

2 person teams. 16 teams max. 50 round match. No sighters.


10 shots standing slow fire 200 yds, 10 minutes, SR-1 target 


10 shots sitting rapid fire 200 yds, 60 seconds, SR-1 target
10 shots prone rapid fire 300 yds, 70 seconds, SR-3 target

20 shots prone slow fire 600 yds, 20 minutes, MR-3 target
All NRA & CMP matches are registered and/or sanctioned

Saturday:
NRA High Power Rifle Regional
2 sighters, 20 for record, standing slow fire, 22 min, 200 yds, SR-1 target


2 sighters, 20 for record in 2-10 shot strings, sitting rapid fire, 60 sec, 200 yds, SR-1 target


2 sighters, 20 for record in 2-10 shot strings, prone rapid fire, 70 sec, 300 yds, SR-3 target


2 sighters, 20 for record, prone slow fire, 22 min, 600 yds, MR-3 target
Sunday:
CMP M1-Garand Match - All shooting from 200 yd line, SR-1 target, No refires (alibi relays).



15 rounds prone slow fire, (1st-5 sighters), 15 minutes.

10 rounds prone rapid fire, 60 seconds. 
10 rounds standing slow fire, 10 minutes.



CMP Service Rifle EIC Match.  No sighting shots.  NO Refires (Alibi relays)


10 shots standing slow fire, 10 minutes, 200 yds, SR-1 target


10 shots sitting rapid fire, 60 seconds, 200 yds, SR-1 target


10 shots prone rapid fire, 70 seconds, 300 yds, SR-3 target


20 shots prone slow fire, 20 minutes, 600 yds, MR-1 target
Note:

CHECK THE SCORE CARD BEFORE SIGNING IT TO VERIFY THAT IT IS CORRECT

Cards must be turned in promptly following each fired stage

Anyone shooting from the 300/600 yard lines should have established zeroes prior to the match.
No practice firing is permitted on any of the ranges.
Ammo:
Any SAFE ammo allowed. NO Tracer, Armor Piercing, or Incendiary allowed.

SAFETY IS PARAMOUNT
EMPTY CHAMBER INDICATORS (EIC’s) MUST BE VISIBLE IN RIFLE CHAMBER AT ALL TIMES
It is each shooters responsibility to show they can handle, operate, and fire their weapon in a safe manner.

Any shooter judged unable to conduct themselves in this way will be removed from the firing line.

This is entirely at the discretion of the range officer calling the line.  No refund will be given.
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Awards – NRA Regional
NRA Regional:           Aggregate awards (open awards).




1st place – Gold Medallion (with min of 5 shooters)




2nd place – Silver Medallion (with min 10 shooters)




3rd place – Bronze Medallion (with min 15 shooters)



In a class and category awards – 1st place 5 shooters, 2nd place 10 shooters, 3rd place 15 shooters


NOTE-There must be five or more in a class and category.

Less then five will be combined with another category or next higher class. 

Less then five in the High Master class must compete for open awards only.

If shooter places for Open Award, not eligible for in class and category award.



Special Awards – High Senior, High Woman, and Hi Junior
NRA Camp Perry Credit Certificate Awards


The NRA will award each High Power and Long Range sponsor Camp Perry Entry Fee Credit Certificates to supplement the highest placing Marksman, Sharpshooter, and Expert class medals.  Each Credit Certificate is good for 50% off the entry fee for the NRA High Power or Long Range Championships.  The Camp Perry entry fee Credit Certificate will be awarded according to the following guidelines: A Credit Certificate will not be given more than one to a class. (Example: IF the match winner is an Expert, then no other Expert will receive a Credit Certificate).  Classes may be combined in order to achieve the 10 competitor minimums.  Supported shooters are not eligible for Credit Certificates.  Competitors can win only one Credit Certificate per event (High Power or Long Range) per year.  Certificates are non-transferable.  These certificates are numbered and a list of the certificates will be given to the NRA Entry Office at Camp Perry to verify upon remittance.  A Credit Certificate won at a High Power Regional can be used for entry in the High Power phase at Camp Perry.   A Credit Certificate won at a Long Range regional can be used for entry in the Long Range phase.  Credit Certificates will be passed down within class if won by an ineligible person.  Credit Certificates earned will expire two years after date of issuing the award.
Awards – CMP Matches

M1-Garand:
Awards for 1st place with 5 shooters, 2nd  place with 10 shooters, and 3rd place with 15 shooters.
CMP Achievement Pins to those persons who equal or exceed established achievement award scores that are listed in the CMP Competition Rules.
EIC Match:
CMP will award EIC credit points and badges to competitors who qualify.

CMP will award EIC Achievement Awards (Distinguished or Non-Distinguished) 

to competitors who qualify.
NOTE:

Other awards may be provided based on the total of paid competitors and net proceeds.
